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The Organisation

EuLA was set up in 1990 by the European members of the International Lime Association (ILA) to provide sector-based representation for the European lime industry. In 2007, EuLA joined the European Industrial Minerals Association (IMA-Europe) as a member. The Secretariat is based in Brussels.
The Mission

· To promote the interests of the European lime industry on all non-commercial issues.

· To provide its members with a single voice and competent assistance to address complex legislative framework.

· To help the industrial minerals industry to speak with one voice on scientifically and technically sound dossiers.

· To manage horizontal, sectoral issues of common concern to several member associations, for example, sustainable development and CSR, health and safety, environmental protection, energy, communication, image enhancement and end-use product legislation.
· To ensure that the lime industry at large benefits from the sharing of non-sensitive information and to play a supporting role in the promotion of best practices.

The Membership

The European Lime Association represents around 100 companies producing in about 200 different production plants, employing around 11.000 people in 23 countries
, producing an annual volume of 28,4 M t of lime and dolime and contributing around € 2.5 billion to Europe’s GDP. 

Membership to EuLA is open to European lime production companies and/or nationally-based federations representing the lime industry. EuLA’s current membership is drawn from about 100 companies or groups in 23 European countries. It represents about 95% of the European lime producers.

The Product

Lime is an essential raw material for the industry in a wide range of applications which one indirectly finds back in many products of everyday life. The most important quantities of lime in Europe are used in 

(1) The steel industry and treatment of non-ferrous metals (approx. 45%); 

(2) The chemical industry, paper and PCC industry, glass manufacturing (approx. 10%); 

(3) The building industry, road and soil stabilization (approx. 25%); 

(4) The environmental protection sector, agro-food industry, agriculture and forestry (approx. 20%). 
Lime is produced from natural calcium carbonate, i.e. from limestone or dolomite. At temperatures between 900 and 1000 degrees Celsius, CaO (burnt lime) is produced from calcium carbonate by burning. Given the high percentage of energy costs, the lime industry has developed kilns whose excellent energy efficiency can hardly be increased any more. 

In environmental protection, the qualities of lime as a natural base are used especially for water treatment, flue gas purification, sludge and waste treatment. The excellent fertilizing properties of lime become evident in soil conditioning and forest liming: lime increases the pH value of the soil, thus improving the intake of nutrients by the plants, binds heavy metals in the soil by forming insoluble salts, and by flocculation of clay improves the aeration of the soil. 
Apart from its important role in building materials (mortars, bricks), in soil stabilization and below-grade construction, lime as a natural and strong base is indispensable for many branches of industry, for environmental protection and to improve the living environment: the lime industry in Europe is a modern industry in the heart of the economic activity.

The Structure 
The daily functioning of the Association is ensured by three strategic bodies: the General Assembly of members, the Board of Directors and the Bureau. The Bureau supervises the work of the various Committees and Task Forces reporting to the Committees and ensures the smooth coordination of the strategies set out by the Board of Directors. The Secretariat, headed by the Secretary General, ensures the day to day management. 
The General Assembly is the governing body of the Association and is made up of all members of the association.
The Board of Directors comprises 11 Directors, of which one President and two Vice-Presidents who are appointed by the General Assembly and are elected for a term of 2 years. The Board elects the President and the two Vice-Presidents among its members. The Secretary General is appointed by the board. It sets out the long- en short-term strategies of the Association. 
The Bureau is a non-formal body consisting of the President and the two Vice-Presidents.
The Technical and Environment Committee coordinates the joint strategy with regard to a wide range of environmental issues such as Climate Change, Emission Trading, IPPC, Mining Waste, BATs, Chemicals Policy, Occupational Exposure values, co-incineration and sustainable development. To this purpose it has set up different ad hoc Task Forces who report back to the Committee. 
The Lime Applications Committee coordinates the Marketing and Scientific Teams and the work of the depending Task Forces (biocides, feed food, animal by-products, water and sludge, soil policy, mortars, asphalt).

The Standardisation Committee coordinates and supervises the work of the Task Forces who are involved in CEN Technical Committees (construction, engineering, water & sludge, agriculture).

The Secretariat is managed by the European Industrial Minerals Association (IMA-Europe) office based in Brussels, which consists of a staff of 11 people headed by the Secretary General.
